Facilities and Equipment
The main facility requirement for this project is access to a computer lab that can accommodate all participant teachers.   Such facilities exist at the Pacific University campus in Forest Grove OR as well as at Seaside High School, where a lot of our past PD workshops have occurred.

One novel feature of our program will be to purchase and install internet Weather stations – likely those made by Davis systems (see for example http://supercow.uoregon.edu/~uoweather).  This will allow teachers plus student teams to develop good data organizational and analysis skills and to search for features in the data that might show that the local climate at Seaside High School is actually different than that at Tillamook High School located 50 miles to the South.  An understanding of the large variability in local weather (coupled with the lack of high spatial resolution climate recording network) is crucial for climate literacy as it raises the important scientific question – are we even measuring climate in an accurate way (usually by relying only on records located at airport weather stations.
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
